 The MARATHON is to be a fun but purposeful activity.  Participants are invited 
 to run, jog, walk or bike the prescribed route or partake in a specific Service  
 Project.  Run, jog, walk or bike the route or work it at  your own pace.   
 Enjoy yourself with your family and friends. 
 
DONATIONS GO TO THE SCHOOLS 
 All monies donated are turned over by the participants directly to the school or 
 education activity of their choice.  The purpose of the MARATHON is to raise 
 money for special projects.  It is also intended to remind the general public of the 
 Nonpublic Schools’ contribution to the community by providing a quality  
 education for many tens of thousands of citizens.  The students, faculties,  
 families, alumni and friends of all Nonpublic Schools in the State of  
 Minnesota are invited to participate and/or sponsor. 
 
DONATION SHEETS 
 Donations Sheets must be signed  by the parent or guardian and identified with 
 the participant’s name and with the school name, or education organization, prior 
 to the MARATHON.  All participants are to have their donation sheets validated 
 at check points noted on the local map or by the Service Project Chairperson. 
 
MARATHON ROUTE 
 See map on back page for route laid out by your local Marathon or Service  
 Project  Committee.  Respect the rights and property of others.  Participants in  
 the MARATHON must obey traffic regulations.  Participants are encouraged to 
 retrace the route a second or third time; however, you should advise your 
 sponsors of your intentions when you sign them up. 
 
Participation in the Marathon or the use of Marathon materials is restricted and limited to 
Nonpublic Schools or Nonpublic Education Organizations that have properly registered 
with the sponsor.

TIPS FOR PARENTS AND MARATHONERS— The MARATHON route will be  
Patrolled.  Special attention will be given arterial intersections.  First Aid personnel will 
be available.  If a participant has to drop out or needs help look for an official “Toe 
Truck” and you will be transported to the starting Check-point.  Service projects are to 
be supervised by your Committee and are to be safe and doable for the participants.  If 
Mom and Dad aren’t along with the kids, please make plans for their pick-up.  Arrange 
a specific time and place to avoid telephoning. 

The MARATHON goes on regardless of weather conditions. 
Immediately following the MARATHON, take this validated card to your spon-
sors and collect your donations.  All donation money is to be turned in to the 
school or church of your choice. 
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
